SCHEME RULES for 2012
AIM/PURPOSE OF THE SCHEME

· To promote and encourage young people who are playing an active role in their Community helping Senior Citizens, Youth work or activities of a similar nature.

ELIGIBILITY FOR APPLICATIONS

· Age – Applicants, male or female, must have passed their 15th birthday but not reached their 19th birthday as at 28 June 2012.

· Catchment area - Applicants must either reside or be involved in Voluntary or Community work within the Lechlade & District Lions Club catchment area, viz Lechlade, Fairford, Faringdon and neighbouring  villages

· Qualifying activity – Applicants must be able to illustrate that, in addition to their education and leisure pursuits, they devote some of their time to Community or Voluntary work.

APPLICATION PROCESS

1. Friday 30 March 2012 - Closing date for receipt of Application Forms.
2. Thursday 3 May 2012 - Selected Applicants will be invited to give a presentation to the Judging Panel no later than this date.
3. Thursday 10 May 2012 - The Winner and Runners up will be notified of the Judging Panel's decision.
4. Thursday 28 June 2012 - The Awards Ceremony and presentations to the Winner and Runners Up will take place 
JUDGING PANEL

The Panel will consist of 4 persons including a representative from Lechlade & District Lions Club.

JUDGING PROCESS

Marks will be awarded based on:
· Community involvement

· Existing and potential leadership qualities

· Quality of Presentation

· Applicants declared use of the Award

AWARD DETAILS

· The Winner will receive an engraved Trophy. The £200 award is wholly for the furtherance of the Winner’s work with his/her nominated Charity. The £50 Book Tokens are for use in the Winner’s personal development. 
· For the Runners-up and at the Judging Panel’s discretion, additional awards may be made.

AWARDS CEREMONY

· The presentations will be made in the Conference Room of the New Inn Hotel, Lechlade and are scheduled for the evening of Thursday 28 June 2012

· The invited audience will comprise Lions Club members, the Judging Panel, representatives of Youth organisations within the catchment area and Local Council officials. In addition to the Winner and Runners-up together with their guests, all other applicants will be invited to attend

· All unsuccessful applicants are eligible, subject to age restrictions and will be encouraged to re-apply for the 2013 Award
